Tackling textbooks

Whether your child is reading
about explorers in history or
studying atoms in science, she
needs strong reading comprehen-
sion skills. Here are three strategics
that will help her focus on the
important points and get the most
ot of her texthooks.

‘Hm-

Before your youngster starts reading,
have her divide a sheet of paper into
three colomns: “Encw,” “Wonder,”
“Leamed.” Say she's going to be reading
about mammals. Column one is for
things she already knows (*People are
mammals ), and column two is for ques-
tions she has about the topic (%Are there
any mammals that fy7™). After reading,
ghe can fill in column three with ansaers
to her questions (“Bats are mammals
that fly™) and other facts she leamed.
