 I am happy to say that this year we did very well making blankets.  In fact we broke all records 

and made a whopping 68 blankets!!! 

 The final total of blankets made by our Middle School students were made with a great deal of 

help from our parents and staff.  I really have to mention a few: Mrs. Lemm, Mrs. Burg, Mrs. Wehrner, 

Mrs. Steers and her aunt.  The fine ladies have made this remarkable year so much easier for me I can’t 

thank them enough! 

 With this year we have gone over the 570 mark on the number of blankets made by OLPH, 

around 400 of these have been donated to the SAMMs homeless shelter.  This year, with the help of Mr. 

Talaber, we also have about 12 blankets that have been donated to some of our wonderful soldiers at 

BAMC.  Thank you Mr. Talaber! 

 Along with the donation of our handmade blankets, our Middle School students also brought in a 

record amount of bath items for the comfort bags for the shelter.  Our average amount of bags is 110 a 

year.  Last year we made 176 individual bags, this year we broke that record and put together a stagger-

ing 220 comfort bags.  And we still had so much left over we filled the car of the SAMM’s representa-

tive all the way up to the roof! 

 But wait, we are not done yet!  The Kinder and 1st Grades donated mittens and socks to the 

SAMM shelter also.  I think Mr. McDonald from the shelter was a little overwhelmed by the sheer 

amount that all of our great students and families have donated. 

 This year has been a banner year for our students to show what we can do to help those in need!
