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 During the registration process, you received information about tuition and payment options for the 2008-
2009 school year.  We are happy that you have chosen to be a part of the OLPH family and trust that your children 
will benefit from our outstanding, faith-filled academic program. 

 OLPH School fulfills the educational ministry of our parish community and is committed to providing 
Catholic education to as many families as possible.  To assist parents in this endeavor, OLPH has limited funds avail-
able for tuition assistance.  These funds are given on a yearly basis and are based upon family size and needs. 

 If you desire to apply, please obtain a Tuition Assistance Application Form from the school office.  Comple-
tion of this process will also make your family eligible for the Archbishop’s Annual Tuition Assistance Program.  
This paperwork must be completed by April 11, 2008 and you will be notified by mail before the end of this school 
year of the assistance amount.  All information is strictly confidential. 

 The School Council is also developing methods to assist families with tuition.   

  Families can earn a one-month tuition credit for next year if they refer a new family to OLPH School.  This new 
family must register and attend OLPH during the entire 2008-2009 school year. 

  Your participation in the HEB and Scrip Card Programs.  Profits from these programs will be used to minimize 
yearly tuition increases.  

  Grants from foundations and corporations are being aggressively sought in order to supplement the school budget 
and purchase curriculum materials. 

  Developing relationships with alumni, businesses, and parishioners. 

  Sponsoring and attending the Casino Night to be held on April 18, 2008 in the school gymnasium.         

 Many parents and students wonder if Catholic schools are really worth the sacrifices.  The answer is a re-
sounding “yes”.  The overwhelming advantages of a Catholic education are enormous.  Students are not only better 
prepared for further education, but they are more hopeful in their attitudes about themselves and their future.  They 
tend to be more flexible, have greater potential, and most importantly, remain loyal to their Church. 

 These advantages exist because of the structure of Catholic schools--rigorous academics, Catholic values, 
and family community.  But perhaps the greatest advantage of Catholic education is the fact that a Christian value 
system forms the foundation of the philosophy and instruction for the Catholic school.  In a world that constantly 
challenges the moral fiber of our children, students need to build a value system as a basis for their actions and their 
lives. 

 This is no easy task for parents or the school on their own.  It is only when the home and school work to-
gether as a team that a child truly benefits from his/her training. The spirit of cooperation we have in the OLPH 
School community will ensure the continued success in providing quality education and spiritual formation for our 
children. 

 Also, this will be my last year as principal at OLPH School.  This is a personal decision and was not influ-
enced by any other people, but I feel it is time for me to try something different that will allow me to devote more 
time to my family.  It’s been a privilege and a pleasure working (and playing) with each of you.
