MATH CURRICULUM

We are continuing to evaluate our new Math curtaoulduring this first year of implementation. Our
goal is to offer a variety of courses that chaleermyr students, at their level of ability, so tlean
reach their full potential.

We have 2 levels of Math beginning iff grade, and 3 levels if"&hrough & grades...and based
upon the student’s progress, they may change lénwais year to year. This depends upon their mas-
tery of the Math standards and willingness to detra time to increase their abilities.

As an example, if a™grade student is in the highest level and consinnehat level through"8grade
Geometry, they will have taken the equivalent gefirs of Math in only 6 years. For a student to be
successful in this level, they must have a stromghMbackground (Math facts), grasp concepts quickly
and deeply, and accomplish a mandatory Math redexing the summer. Every student will not be
ready (or willing) to be in this level.

The second level of students will accomplish Algelr 8" grade and it requires the same amount of
ability and dedication as listed above. But evenlbwest level of students iff Yrade will take the
equivalent of 7 years of Math in 6 years. Theseletits will still be on track to take Algebra iff 9
grade with most of the other entering high schastlidents.

So what can you do as parents to help your chiRRACTICE MATH FACTS DAILY. If our stu-
dents are knowledgeable of these facts, teacheuklvave the extra time during class to accomplish
other objectives and our students would have aderoand deeper understanding of Math.

We continually evaluate our students and place tinetime level which matches their ability and peten
tial.
